Description:  Shirts: Short or long sleeve with a collar

Button down 1 No denim or 3/4 length sleeves.
Peter Pan 2 All shirts shall fit properly.
Turtleneck 3 If untucked, shall be no longer than waist length.
4 If a shirt has a tail, must be tucked in.
Description:  Pants: Comments:
Twill 1 Must be ankle length.
Blends 2 Must fit properly and be hemmed.
Corduroy 3 No knit or denim fabric
4 No sweat, carpenter, cargo, flannel, windpants, Zip-off, or overalls/jumpsuits.
5 Leggings may not be worn as pants.
Skirts, Split Skirts, Skorts & Jumpers:
Description: Comments:
1 Shall be knee length when standing up.
Shorts: 1 Not permitted, unless underneath skirt or jumper.
2 Not to be visible when standing or sitting.
3 Must be solid navy.
Belt: 1 If worn must be solid, coordinating color.
Socks, Tights & leggings: 1 Socks or tights are required with shoes.
2 Must be solid white or navy.
3 Solid navy leggings may be worn under skirts and jumpers.
Shoes: 1 A pair or two of indoor shoes should be left at school. Indoor shoes will be for inside the school and/ PE.
2 Laces must be tied.
3 Not allowed: shoes with lights, musical features, platforms, open toe sandals or heels more than 1 inch.
Jewelry & Makeup: 1 Wrist watches, necklaces and one pair of non-dangle earrings are allowed.
2 No makeup, body glitter or visible tattoos.
3 Lip balm/chapstick is allowed.
Hair: 1 Shall be neat, clean, well groomed and not interfere with schoolwork.
2 No hats or bandanas shall be worn inside.
3 Hair accessories must coordinate with dress code.
Scout Uniforms: 1 May be worn on meeting days.
Field Trips: 1 Standard school dress unless specified by administration.
Theme/Dress Up Days: 1 Students who do not participate in theme day attire, as defined by administration, shall wear standard attire.
Physical Education: 1 Athletic shoes. Either pants, shorts, or sweat pants. If shorts are worn they shall be between finger tip & knee length.
2 Short sleeve shirt in cotton or cotton blend fabric is recommended.
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
